Herbivores that feed on primary
producers, like plants, algae or other
photosynthesising organisms.
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Herbivores

- Eat plants
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Secondary Consumer
Predators that feed on primary
consumers, like herbivores.
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Carnivore
An organism that feeds on animals.
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Secondary consumers

« Eat meat

Tertiary Consumer
Larger predators that consume secondary
consumers, like smaller predators.
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Scavangers

« Eat meat and dead animals
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Scavenger
Something that feeds on the dead
remains of animals.

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Nutrient Chain

The flow of nutrients through a food
chain from the producers, like plants and
algae, all the way to the various
consumers and decomposers.
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Secondary consumers
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Decomposer

An organism that feeds on and breaks
down plant and animal matter into
simpler parts.
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
